	Injury due to: 

· Falling from Height
	· Work at height risk assessment (this assessment) must be completed
· Ladders only to be used for short duration work and where no other type of platform is suitable.
· Ladders tied (by poles not rungs) and footed, at correct angle (75 degrees) where possible
· Ladders to be positioned on an appropriate surface
· Stepladders to be opened fully and lock into position

· Do not carry items up a ladder unless in a tool belt/bag

· Three points of contact to be maintained at all times

· Do not overstretch from a ladder

· Ladders to extend to a minimum of 1 metre above landing platforms

· Stepladders to be of suitable height to allow for work to be carried out. Users knees must not go above top step.

· Ensure that two persons are present and one used to foot the ladder.
